Testing Conduction
You are going to compare a range of materials to find which is most effective at conducting heat.  You will do this by attaching pins along rods of each material, spaced at regular intervals, and measuring the time taken for the pins to drop.

If any of the pins have not dropped after five minutes, simply record “did not drop” in the relevant box.  If the rod is not long enough for five pins then four will suffice.
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
